Knights Park Their Way At The FEST  

Sunday, August 9, 2009—Center for Pastoral 
Leadership, Wickliffe, OH 
 
The hot August sun started to beam its heat 
down upon the grounds at the Center for Pastoral 
Leadership in Wickliffe, OH the morning of the 
9th. But months before, wheels were put into 
motion to make sure that the FEST, a one-day 
Catholic Family and Music Festival, would be the 
biggest of its nine-year run. 
 
Father Stec requested that Council #4847 handle 
the parking arrangements. One would think that 
parking cars is relatively simple task. But the 
enormous amount of vendor, VIP, clergy, on-site 
and off-site parking is a little more daunting than 
just parking cars. This is the fifth year that the 
Council has been asked to handle the parking 
and each year, the process gets more and more 
detailed. 
 
A small, but effective, army from the council that 
consisted of 21-Knights, spouses and children hit 
the lots. Vendors started to arrive and FS Pete 
Troha started to direct the traffic around the 
vendor lot to maximize the space available. One 
of the acts dropped off their trailer at the vendor 
lot which required some maneuverability to keep 
things going. Approximately 200 vendor cars 
were handled in the vendor lot. 
 
The VIP lot, manned by John Gill and his son, 
Johnny, started to take in cars around 10:00 AM. 
Many people try to enter without a permit; 
however, the two of them did a wonderful job of 
helping people with locating other parking 
resources. They did it in a Christian way that did 
not provoke the people. That is a tough 
assignment when having to deal with a lot people 
in a short amount of time. The VIP lot handles 
approximately 300 cars. 
 
The on-site parking is the toughest of them all. 18 
to 20 people are needed to man this area. On-
site parking is a donation of $10.00 that goes 
directly back to the FEST for 2010. This year, 
traffic started coming in at 10:30 AM and was non
-stop until the lot was full at 2:00 PM. As the cars 
would leave throughout the day, the lot was re-
opened so that by 8:00 PM, the lot was full to 
capacity. A total of 1,500 cars were parked 
topping last year’s figure of 1,100. The process 
was smooth and there were no back-ups on to 

Euclid Avenue. Everything was handled efficiently 
so that all can enjoy the day. Beating the heat 
was the concern of everyone and thanks to the 
FEST crew, water, Gatorade and lunches were 
provided. Even the local newspaper, the News-
Herald, asked the Knights how we were dealing 
with the heat. DGK Jim Maslach was quoted as 
saying, laughingly, “seven bottles of water and 
Gatorade...and half a cooler of water.” The FEST 
Crew members made sure that we all stayed 
hydrated. 
 
The remainder of the afternoon and evening was 
to prepare for getting the people out of the area. 
Coordination between the Wickliffe Police 
Department and Knights ensured that everyone 
got out in a timely manner. In the end, the 
Knights of Columbus crew put in a total of 350 
man-hours that day parking approximately 3,000 
cars and making the 2010 FEST $15,000. The 
time spent really did not take long. You are busy 
all day and, for the most part, the people are 
grateful. 
 
Most importantly, the Knights of Columbus 
Council #4847 was asked to do a job and, in the 
words of our Worthy Grand Knight John Brown, 
“we exhibited our motto to the fullest.” The motto 
that the Knights Traffic gear has states that we 
are” Men Serving the Lord.” Council #4847 is 
already looking toward August 8, 2010 when we 
will be expected to handle more cars, more 
people and more of an opportunity to showcase 
the power, mercy and love of Jesus Christ.
