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Ohio’s idea for Pro-Life is 
implemented by Supreme  
 
A sixth major category – Pro-Life – has been 
added to the Knights of Columbus International 
Service Program, effective with the current 2009-
2010 fraternal year – perhaps with a little push 
from Ohio. 
 
Ironically, the change coincides with a resolution 
passed and sent to Supreme Council at Ohio’s 
State Convention last May asking that “we 
elevate Pro-Life Activities to a Supreme program 
on the same level of importance and with the 
same number of activities as Church, 
Community, Council, Family and Youth 
activities” (the other five major categories). The 
Florida jurisdiction also submitted a similar 
resolution for consideration at the Supreme 
Convention. 
 
The Ohio resolution had been submitted by 

Dayton Council 500 at the State Convention. 
 
Ohio’s resolution – and similar ones from Florida 
and Arizona – were approved at a convention 
business session. However, it was announced 
that the change already had been implemented. 
 
State General Program Director Mark Pickard, 
after consulting with State Deputy Paul Upman, 
said no immediate changes will be made to 
Ohio’s current Pro-Life Activities program, “since 
it would be difficult to change an entire program 
mid-stream”. He said changes will occur in 2010, 
the second year of the current state program. 
 
OCTOBER 27th is the Knight’s Annual Prayer 
Service for the Unborn at Resurrection Cemetery 
in Valley City.  Deacon Clem will lead the group 
with a Rosary dedicated to respecting life at all 
points.  Fourth Degree Sir Knights are requested 
to turn out at 6:00 PM.  The service will begin at 
6:30 PM. 
 
Brothers, now that Supreme has elevated Pro-
Life, we need to do something more.  Starting in 
November, we will reserve the second Tuesday 
of each month as Prayer for Pro-Life.  We will 
pray for the end of abortion and for respect for all 
life’s stages.  Join your council as it prays the 
rosary for the unborn in front of Planned 
Parenthood in Rocky River every 2nd Tuesday of 
each month or the 1st Saturday of the month at 
Shaker Abortion Clinic.  Call Jim for car pool or 
general information at 440-785-9838.

Brunswick Town Hall Re-Cap  

The Knights of Columbus started a 
tradition a couple of years ago and it 
continued on September 15th as our 
Worthy Lecturer Norm Cerny brought 
in some of the city officials for a Town 
Hall Meeting. The meeting started at 
7:30 PM at the Lehner Center at St. 
Ambrose Catholic Church. The City 
Manager, Bob Zienkowski, a first 
degree Knight, brought along with him 
representatives from the police and 
fire department. Deputy Grand Knight 
Jim Maslach started off the evening with introductions. The 
City Manager discussed some of the changes that have 
taken place in Brunswick since the passing of the levies. 
This included includes additional law enforcement, a new 
fire ladder/pumper truck, increase in EMS staff. He also 
touched upon some of the business that are looking at 
coming to the area as well as addressed the concerns over 
the empty shopping centers that are scattered across the 
city. Brunswick's police department received a new cruiser 
as a result of a drawing at the state level thanks to their 
work on the number of programs they sponsor such a 
"Click It or Ticket." The rest of the evening centered around 
the fire department and the upgrades that are coming 
there. The new fire ladder/pumper truck that replaces an 
outdated model as well as the new 24-hour emergency 
center being added to the University Hospitals building 
already in town. This new emergency center will help 80% 
of the emergency cases in Brunswick stay here allowing 
the EMS teams to be available. Extreme emergencies will 
still go to Southwest General in Berea. Refreshment were 
provided by the Isabella Guild and the wives of the Knights 
of Columbus. The event was open to the community with 
about 50-people present from the Knights and parish 
community. The program was well received and looks like 
a tradition that will keep on going.
