300,000 March for Life in US Capital

Some 300,000 people gathered in
Washington, D.C. today to mark the
37th anniversary of the U.S. supreme
court decision that legalized abortion.

Heavy overnight rain finally tapered off
just as Washington’s annual March for
Life began on January 22, 2010.
Thousands of members of the Knights
of Columbus, young and old alike, were
among those who listened to speakers
at a rally preceding the march on the
Mall. Supreme Secretary Donald
Kehoe led everyone in reciting the
Pledge of Allegiance, and provided
exciting news about a new Knights of
Columbus/Marist College Opinion Pall.

Although many of the marchers
came from states along the
Atlantic coast, Knights from
throughout the Midwest were also
well represented. The Indiana
state council organized a group of
more than 200 Knights and family
members for this year's march,
and Ohio, Michigan and other
Midwestern states were
represented as well.

According to the Washington
Examiner newspaper, unofficial

estimates of the size of the crowd at
the March ranged from 250,000 to
400,000 and perhaps the largest crowd
ever. The West Coast Walk for Life in
San Francisco drew an estimated
40,000 participants, who braved a
hard, steady rain to publicly witness to
their opposition to abortion.

A small band of members from Council
#4847, St. Ambrose Pro-Life Group
and FIAT came together to be a part.
The sights and sounds of the march,
the participants and the message that
we need to proclaim resounded around
the building of our nation’s capital.

Urgent Action Needed — Health Care Reform

With Congress now back in session, |
am writing to ask you to encourage

Knights in your jurisdiction to continue to

contact their Representative and
Senators about the health care reform
legislation. The Senate version of the
bill currently under

consideration by a joint House and
Senate conference committee fails to
maintain the long-standing policy
against the federal funding of abortion
and does not protect the conscience
rights of those who refuse to participate
in abortion. The U.S. bishops have
called this bill “deficient” and have said
that it should be opposed.

Thanks to the special efforts of brother
Knight Congressman Bart Stupak and a
broad bi-partisan coalition of
representatives, the House version of
the bill maintains the policy against the
federal funding of abortion.

It is not yet clear how the result in the
special Senate election held in
Massachusetts on Tuesday will impact
health care reform legislation, but one
course of action being considered is for
the House to simply pass the Senate
version.

Time is of the essence because the
negotiations on health care reform
are happening now. It is crucial that
every member of the House and
Senate hear from us immediately so
that the final bill will not mandate
federal funding of abortion and will
adequately protect conscience
rights.

Please direct members to
www.kofc.org which provides a
quick and effective

mechanism to contact Congress.
We must prevent health care reform
from becoming the largest
expansion of abortion in our country
since Roe v. Wade.
